A bylaw to divide the District of Ucluelet into zones and to provide for regulations governing

the use of land, buildings, structures, offstreet parking and loading, landscaping and
screening.

WHEREAS the Municipal Act authorizes a local government to ebglatws respecting
zoning and the governing of land use;

AND WHEREAS the Municipal Act also authorizes a local government to exercise these
powers in a single bylaw;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVEDthat the Municipal Council of the District of Ucluelet in

open meeting assembled enacts as follows:

Part |

Introduction

1.1 Title
This bylaw may be cited as the "District of Ucluelet Zoning Bylaw No. 800, 1999."

1.2 PUI‘QOSG
In this Bylaw the District of Ucluelet regulates the use of land and structuresstrye the

amenities of the District and to regulate development for the benefit of the community as a

whole.

1.3 Measurements

All dimensions and other measurements in this bylaw are expressed in the standard

International Units (Metric) System. Eqalents in the Imperial system shown in brackets

are rounded and included for convenience only, and do not form part of this bylaw.

1.4  Application

No land, water surface, building or structure shall be used or occupied, and no building,

structure, or parhereof shall be erected, constructed, moved, altered or enlarged, unl
conformity with this Bylaw, except as otherwise provided for in this Bylaw or in the
Municipal Act.
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1.5

Definitions
In this Bylaw:

Accessory Building:

Means a detached buihd), the use or intended use of which is ancillary to that of the principle building on the
same lot.

Accessory Residential Dwelling Unit:

Means a dwelling unit, which is ancillary to the principle use being made of the parcel upon which the
accessory dwkng unit is located.

Affordable Housing:

Housing which, under the terms of a housing agreement with the District, would have a market price that

would be affordable to households of low and moderate income. Households of low and moderate income are
those who have incomes, which are 80%, or less, than the average household income in the District of Ucluelet
as reported by Statistics Canada.

Amusement Arcade or Games Room:
Means any premises or place open to the public in which the proprietor kempsitimore amusement
machines.

Animal Proof Enclosure:

Means a structure that has four enclosed sides, a roof, door(s) anth&chéify device, of a design and

strength sufficient to prevent access by animals, as per criteria listed in Section Distribeof Ucluelet

Garbage Collection & Regulation Bylaw No. 960, 2004

Apartment:

Means the residential use of a building other than a townhouse, containing three or more dwelling units, which
has its principal access from a common entrance.

Applicant:

Means the person applying for the approval of subdivision, Board of Variance appeal, rezoning, development
permit, building permit, whether as the owner of land or as the authorized agent.

Automobile Services:

Means the use of land and structures ffi@rriepair and servicing of automobiles and recreational vehicles,
specifically excluding service stations.

Basement:

Means the lower level of a building, which may be located below or at grade level. This level may house
utilities but is not used for noral habitable or commercial use.

Bed and Breakfagbr B&B):

Means the accessory use of up to a maximum of three bedrooms in a single family dwelling for tourist
accommodation on a nightly baspovided in accordance with Section 6.9 of this bylaw.

Boat Building and Repair:
Means the use of land, buildings, structures or equipment for the manufacturing, servicing or repair of boats.

Means any structure that is used or intended to be used for sheltering a use or.
occupancy.

Building Setbacks ./ \

Means the closest distance that any exterior portion of a building or strucﬂ{e
can be to a designated lot line. . /
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Business Services:
Means businesses, which produce or service specialized goods or provide specialized services to commercial
or industrid customers, but not to the general public.

Bylaw Enforcement Officer:

Means the person appointed by District of Ucluelet Council to enforce the District of Ucluelet bylaws.
Campground:

Means the use of land for temporary recreational accommodatioa watfelling public in tents and
recreational vehicles.

Camping Space:

Means the area of a campground intended for one recreational vehicle or tent.

Caretaker Residence:

Means a dwelling unit occupied by only persons employed as campground caretakansagers and their
families.

Car Wash:

Means an area or structure equipped with facilities for washing automobiles or recreational vehicles.

Carport:

Means a roofed structure, open on a minimum of three sides other than the necessary supporting posts or
columns attached to the primary building and used for the undercover parking of one vehicle. Such a structure
is limited to one storey.

Child Care Program:

Means family day care, group day care, specialized day care, nursery schoahintlility and otiof school

care, established pursuant to @emmunity Care Facility Aand having a capacity of (8) children, and which
uses do not indicate from the exterior that the building is being utilized for any purpose other than residential.
Cluster Housing:

Means a group of housing units built in close proximity on a large property so as to preserve open spaces for
common recreation.

Coffee Shop:

Means premises where light refreshments, meals, andlnoholic beverages are served in a facility, which

has amaximum of (12) seats.

Commercial Entertainment:

Means a use by which the public is entertained, amused or otherwise diverted, including a casino, dance hall,
cabaret or movie theatre.

Community Care Facility:

Means the use of a facility providing fdret care of persons in premises licensed pursuant toaimnunity

Care Facility Act

Community Sewer System:

Means a system of sewage or sewage disposal operated and maintained by the District of Ucluelet.

Community Use:

Includes the use of land and laliiigs to provide social, social enterprise, educatidministration, recreation
and other public services to the community

Comprehensive Development Plan:
Means:

() Site plan(s), including the legal description of the area to be developed, showingtt@lo€all
existing and proposed buildings, streets, lanes, highways, driveways, parking and loading areas,
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sidewalks, street lighting, utilities and utility easements, streams and other geographical feature of the
site.

(b) Architectural plans, including farmation on exterior finished for any proposed buildings or
structures;

(c) Landscaping plans, including plant specifications for all portions of the site not covered by buildings,
structures and circulation spaces;

(d) The location, size, height, colour, lighgimnd orientation of all signs, if applicable;
(e) Maximum density, floor area ratio, lot coverage, size and height of buildings; and
(H A statement of uses.

Condominium:
Means a multiple family residential strata title development consisting of individualiyvetiits.

Congregate Care Facility:

Means a multiple family residential building which contains two or more independent einsiependent

units that are supplemented by professional medical care and/or lay supervision and care, and congregate
facilities such as dining and laundry.

Convenience Store:

Means a retail store contained under one roof, having a maximum floor area of(180#h#t?) and providing
for the sale of items regularly used by households including books, magazines, food, bevkleagesainold
accessories.

Cottage, Guest:

Means a secondary and totally separate dwelling located on a lot as the long term residence for the land owner,
which may be used for guest accommodatiSaoch a cottage must be built on a full and continuous

foundation and must comply to all relevant requirements and standards of the British Columbia Building

Code. A cottage may contain cooking facilities and may only exist as an accessory building to principle
dwelling.

Council: Means the Council of the Drgtt of Ucluelet.
District: Means the District of Ucluelet.

Drive-Through Use:
Means a land use configured to accommodate users remaining in their automobiles.

Duplex: Means a building that contains two dwelling units.

Dwelling Unit:

Means a seltontained set of habitable rooms in a building including cooking, sanitary and living and/or
sleeping facilities. This includes a prefabricated, modular, or factade dwelling unit if it meets the
following criteria:

(a) Certified under Canadian Standaedsociation (CSA) standard240 or CSA standard-&77, and

(b) Atleast 6.5 metres wide, exclusive of carport, porches, stairways, or any oler
extension to the original dwelling unit, except within Manufactured Homg

Food Catering Facility:
Means a business that, in return for consideration, serves prepared food to the public for consumption on or off
the premises, including a coffee shop, delicatessen, restaurant ethdoiugh restaurant, speciilty

excluding a neighbourhood pub;

Front Lot Line:

Means the boundary line of the lot and the street on which the lot abuts. In the case of a corner lot, a lot line
abutting a street shall be considered a front lot line if the adjacent lots frord sartte street. In the case of a
through lot, the lot lines abutting two parallel or approximately parallel streets or the street and the waterway
shall both be considered as front lot lines.

Frontage:
Means that length of a parcel boundary, which ahuigghway along the front property line.

fi f t .Méans the imperial distance of a foot.

Gross Floor Area:

Means the total area of all floors of all the buildings on a lot, measured to the exterior walls of the building,
including dwelling units, alareas giving access thereto, enclosed balconies, enclosed porches, elevator shafts,
and accessory buildings, except those used for parking.

Guest House:

Means a dwelling in which no more than six but not less than three guest rooms are rented, depétdant o
size, with or without meals being provided, to a maximum of fifteen persons, other than members of the
immediate family, tenant, or owner and excluding the preparation of meals within the rented units.

Guest Room:

Means not more than one habitablenothat is used for temporary accommodation of paying guests which
may include a bathroom.

Garage:

Means a detached accessory building or a portion of a principle building used solely for the parking or
temporary storage of private motor vehicles and wlieere are no facilities for repairing or servicing of such
vehicles.

llhall:
Means the metric measurement area of a Hectare.
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Heavy Equipment Display:

Means the use of land, buildings or structures for the display, sale or rental of manufacturedruuskes|
vehicles and machinery including outdoor sales and accessory servicing of such equipment.

Height of Building:

Means the vertical distance from the curb level to the highest point of the roof surface if a flat gable, hip or
gambrel roof; andhe deckline of a mansardoofed building. When a building is situated on ground, above

or below the curb level, such height shall be measured from the average elevation of the natural grade of the
lot along the perimetre of the building.

High Level Sugort Services Housing:

Includes housing that is fully operated by a third party service provider that requires full support, such as
emergency shelters, 24/7 care for people requiring assistance with mental illness, and/or people that have
addictions to drgs or alcohol.

High Water Mark:

Means the high water mark identified on the plan of a subdivision or the plan accompanying the instrument
conveying Crown land in fee simple, which plan was most recently filed in the Land Title Office.

Home Occupation:

Means an occupation, profession or craft conducted by an occupant for consideration which is clearly
incidental and accessory to the use of the dwelling unit for residential purposes and is in accordance with the
regulations contained in Part Ill of this Byv.

Hospital:

Means a public or private institution where people suffering from an illness or disability are treated medically
or surgically.

Hostel:

Means a building used as a temporary place of lodging containing one or more dormitories and includes
common areas for washing, cooking, dining and socializing, bathroom, kitchen, dining and social facilities;
and which also may include an auxiliary residential dwelling unit.

Hotel:

Means a building or group of buildings providing three or more sepaeggiisy) units with separate entrances

to a common hallway or walkway. A hotel is intended to be occupied primarily by the travelling public, and
may include cooking facilities, indoor and outdoor recreation facilities, restaurants and a pub/lounged provide
that the hotel contains at least 50 rooms and provides dining and meeting room facilities.

Housing Agreement:
Means an agreement between the property owner and the District Pursuamfitmitipal Act.
Indoor Recreation Space:

Means an area of a bdihg that is located on the site of a multiple family residential development and is
typically used by the residents of the development for recreational, cultural, social, and leisure activities.

Interior Lot Line:
Means the lot or lines common to thargel and another parcel or lane, provided
that such a line is not already designated as a rear lot line.

Means a private internal access allowance within a campground, §

manufactured home park, or medium density housing development,
which is suitable for vehicular use.
Kennel:

Means any use, building or structure where five or more dogs and/or cats, which are more than four (4) months
of age, are, or kept, cared for, bred or boarded.
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Land:

Means the real property without improvemersd has the same meaning in the Assessment Act, and
includes the surface of water.

Landscaping:

Means any combination of trees, bushes, plants, flowers, lawns, bark mulch, decorative boulders and gravel,
decorative paving, planters, foundations, scukxufences, and the like arranged and maintained so as to
enhance the appearance of a property, or where necessary, to effectively screen a lot, site or storage yard.
Landscaping does not include parking areas, sidewalks, and uncleared undergrowth gnowse

Lane:

Means a road, which affords only a secondary means of access to a parcel of land.

Light Industry:

Means the use of land, buildings or structures for manufacturing, wholesale trade, warehousing, servicing and
maintenance of an article, sthnce, material, fabric or compound, and includes artisan and manufacturing
shops and retail sales accessory to the principle use.

Loading Space:

Means a space for the loading and unloading of a vehicle, either outside or inside a building or diuicture,
specifically excludes maneuvering isles and other areas providing access for the space.

Lot:

Means the same as parcel.

Lot Coverage:
Means the sum total horizontal area of all buildings or parts thereof, as measured from the outermost perimeter
of all buildings on the lot, and expressed as a percentage of the total area of the lot.

Lot Line: Means the legally defined line or lines bounding any parcel.

Means the metric distance of a metre.

Maintenance Building:

Means a building fothe storage and servicing of equipment and supplies required for the maintenance of a
campground.

Major Road:

Means a highway designated an arterial or collector road pursuant to the Official Community Plan Bylaw No.
772,1998.

Marina:

Means a site, inading the surface of water which is primarily used for the rental of berthing space and floats
for boats, but may also include sale and/or rental of boats, marine equipment and supplies, marine fuel, fishing
supplies and equipment, boat repair facilitezf¢ or restaurant, or a caretaker's or manager's residence.

Medium Industry:

Means the use of land, buildings or structures for assembling, processing, manufacturing or repairing a
product, article, substance, material, fabric or compound, includitgtéddpnology uses and accessory retail
sales and offices, specifically excluding motor vehicle salvage andaeatking.

Mini -Storage:

Means a building divided into a number of separate components, each providing storage space.
Minimum Lot Size:

Means he smallest area into which a parcel may be subdivided.
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Minimum Site Area:

Means the smallest contiguous portion of a parcel that is required for the development of a single permitted
use.

Mixed Commercial/Residential:

Means a combination of commercéaid residential uses within the same building that are otherwise permitted
within the zoning.

Manufactured Home:

Means a dwelling unit designed to be moved from time to time, which arrives at the site complete and ready
for occupancy except for placing snitable foundations, connection to utilities, and incidental assembly, and
specifically excludes recreational vehicles.

Manufactured Home Park:

Means a site used or intended to be used for the purpose of providing pads for the accommodation of two or
more manufactured homes and is subject to the District's Mobile Home Park Bylaw.

Manufactured Home Space:

Means an area of land within a manufactured home park for installation of an individual manufactured home
with approved additions.

Moderate Level Suport Services Housing:

Includes housing that has the option to provide services within the housing untis for people that require social
service assistance for people that are victims of abuse, assisted living units with medical need, and/or
disabilities.

Motel:

Means sleeping units within one or more connected or detached buildings, in which the transient public is
provided with lodging and parking, the entrance to each unit being to the outside of the building.

Multiple Family Residential:
Means a buildig or buildings containing three or more dwelling units on a parcel and includes row housing,
cluster housing, townhouses, and apartment uses.

Municipality: Means the District of Ucluelet.

N/A:
Means "not applicable".

Natural Boundary:

Means the isible highwater mark of a lake, watercourse, or other body of water caused by the usual action of
the water in ordinary years.

Neighbourhood Pub:

Means an establishment operating as a neighbourhood public house under a "D" type license issued pursuant
to theLiguor Control and Licensing Act

Non-conforming Use:

Means a lawful use of premises existing prior to the adoption of this Bylaw, although such use does not
conform to the provisions of the Bylaw.

Outdoor Recreation:

Means a recreational activitindertaken where the outdoor setting and landscape is a significant element in

the activity, and the density of recreational users is not a significant element and includes golf courses, park or
open space, playing field, botanical garden, arboretum, atddar exhibits.
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Outdoor Sales:

Means the use of land, buildings and structures for the retail sale of products that are typically displayed
outdoors, including lumber and building products and the display, sale or rental of recreational vehicles,
auomobiles and boats.

Parcel:
Means the smallest area of land, which is registered or shown on record in the Land Title Office.

Parcel Area:
Means the total area within the lot lines of a parcel.

Parcel Depth:

Means the distance between the friontine and the most distant part
of the rear lot line of a parcel.

Park:

Means land for public use or intended for outdoor recreational
purposes, and includes an archeological, historical, or natural sites.

Parking Space:

Means the space for the parggiof one vehicle either outside or inside a building, excluding maneuvering

aisles and areas providing access to the space.

Personal Services:

Means a use whereby professional or personal services are provided and the sale of goods, wares,
merchandise,récles, or things accessory to the provision of such services, and includes a barber shop, beauty
salon, shoe repair shop, dry cleaning shop, and launderette.

Place of Worship:

Means a building used for religious worship.

Primary Processing:

Means the se of land, buildings or structures for the moving, crushing, washing, screening, processing or
storage of sail.

Principle Building or Use:

Means the main purpose or use for which land, buildings or structures as listed under the permitted uses of the
apgicable zone.

Private School:

Means a privately sponsored school, kindergarten, esgheol.

Produce Market:
Means a building or structure providing for the retail sale of agricultural produce, including vegetables, fruit
and seafood.

Property Lire: Means lot line.

Public Assembly Use:

Means the use of land, buildings or structures to accommodate exhibits, special events, or meetings and
includes an auditorium, church, museum, community hall, fraternal lodge, youth centre, theatre, and senior
citizens complex.

Public School: Means a school primarily supported by government funding.

Public Utility Use:

Means the use of land, buildings, or structures for the provision of community water or sewage services, park,
public access, pipelines, etéc and telephone service, fire hall, government office or cemetery.

Rear Lot Line: Means the lot line furthest from, and opposite to, the front lot line.

Recreation Facility:

Means a facility used and equipped for sports and leisure activitiea@uadds a pool hall, bowling alley,
games court, health club, spa, swimming pool, but excludes a fairground.

Residential:

Means the occupancy or use of a building or part thereof as a dwelling unit, as a residence of a person or
family who intend to retur when absent, and excludes vacation rental and other temporary accommodation
uses.

Resort Condominium:

Means a development, which provides resort and seasonal accommodation for transient motorist, tourist and/or
vacationers.

Restaurant:

Means an eatingstablishment where food is sold to the public for immediate consumption within the
premises or delivered to other premises, but excludes-ufri@ed drivethrough restaurants and fast food
outlets.

Retail Store:
Means a store in which any type of gomisvares are sold or rented to the consumer, having a gross floor
area not exceeding 2,000 mz2, but excludes industrial uses, gas stations and service stations.

Retail Trade and Services:

Means the business of selling goods or merchandise to the ultioreemer for personal consumption or
household use;

Road:

Includes a highway, rigktf-way, public street, road, path, lane, walkway, bridge, viaduct, thoroughfare and
any other way, but specifically excludes private righftsvay on private property.

Row Housing:

Means a series of dwelling units connected by common sidewalls and forming a continuous group.

School:
Means privately funded and public schools.

Screening:

Means a continuous fencing, wall, compact hedge or combination thereof, suppktmightlandscape

plantings that effectively provides a visual separation or enclosure for the site, and is broken only by access
drives and walks.

Secondary Suite:

Means a separate dwelling unit, for residential use only unless accompanied by andlaséuewacation
rental VR 1 designation, located within a singlemily dwelling provided in accordance with Section 6.8 of
this Bylaw.

Senior Citizen Housing:

Means housing units providing for the accommodation of persons 55 years of age or ovmulasdtinder
the terms of a Housing Agreement with the District, and can be in the form of duplexes, cluster housing,
apartments, condominiums or townhouses.

Service Industry:

Means the wholesale, warehousing, testing, servicing, repair or maintenamcart€le or substance,
including packing and crating, artisan shops and retail sales accessory to the principle use, but does not include
motor vehicle salvage or an auto wrecking yard.
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Service Station:

Means the use of land or structures for theilretde of motor fuels and lubricants and which may include the
towing, servicing, and repairs of motor vehicles and the sale of automobile accessories. |

Means the required minimum distance between a building, use or natural \

Meansthe figure derived when the vertical distance of an area of land is divided by the horizontal
distance and is expressed as a percentage.

Staff Housing:

Means accessory residential dwelling units associated but subordinate to, and occupied by the current
employees of, the other permitted land uses of the parcel on which is located, or, in the case of comprehensive
development zones, of the zoning category in which it is identified as a permitted land use.

Storey:

Means that part of a building situatedween the top of any floor and the top of the floor next above it, and if
there is no floor above it, that portion between the top of such floor and the ceiling above, not including a
basement or attic.

Storey, First:

Means the uppermost storey havingflie®r level not more than 2m (6.5 ft.) above grade.

Strata Lot:
Means a strata lot as defined by the Condominium Act.

Structure:
Means anything that is constructed, fixed to, supported by or sunk into land or water.

Temporary:

Means less thn 4 consecutive weeks.

Theatre:
Means a building or structure designed to stage public performances, including movies.

Townhouse:

Means the residential use of a building or buildings, which contains three or more dwelling units, with each
dwelling wnit having its principle access from a separate ground oriented access.

Use: Means the same as permitted use.

Useable Open Space:

Means an area available for the use by all the buildings' occupants, having no dimension less thg96.2 m?
ft?) and naslope greater than 10%, providing for greenery, recreational space, and other leisure activities
normally carried on outdoors; excludes areas used festia€t parking, ofbtreet loading, service driveways,
and required front yards and roof areas unteberwise permitted within this Bylaw.

Vacation Rental:
Means the use of an otherwise residential dwelling unit for the temporary accommodation of paying guests,
transient motorists, tourists or vacationers, provided in accordance with Section thit3Bylaw.
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Vehicle:

Means a vehicle licensed pursuant to the Motor Vehicle Act, while any vehicle which has not been licensed for
a period of one (1) year and which is not stored in a building shall be deemed a derelict vehicle.

Vendor:

Means a persos) who offers for sale merchandise or services, whether on foot bicycle, vehicle or any other
means of transportation or with any type of receptacle, including but not limited to carts, tables, and wagons,
other than a delivery vehicle owned and operated licensed retailer or wholesaler within the municipality.
Vendor also includes hawkers, hucksters and peddlers who carry on business by the offering for sale of goods,
wares, or other merchandise directly to or from the public;

Watercourse:

Means anyhatural or marmade drainage course or source of water, intermittent or not, including any sea or
lake, river, creek, spring, ravine, swamp, or source or ground or surface water, or as designated by the Ministry
of Environment, lands and Parks.

WholesaleTrade:

Means establishments or places of business primarily engaged in selling merchandise to retailers; to industrial,
commercial, institutional, or professional business users; to other wholesalers; or acting as agents or brokers
and buying merchandiger or selling merchandise to such individuals or companies.

Yard:
Means that portion of a lot that is defined by the minimum setback requirements.

Zone:

Means an area established by the current Zoning and Development Bylaw of the District of dnlilielet
amendments thereto.
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Part Il

Land Use Zones
The locations of zones established by this bylaw are shown on the Official Zoning Map of the
District accompanying and forming part of this bylaw as Schedule "B".

Where boundaries of zones are shown akngeyed lines, the boundaries shall be the lot lines.
Where a zone boundary is shown following street, lane, or water bodies, the centre line of such
street, lane, or water body shall be the zone boundary.

For the purpose of this Bylaw, the Districtd€luelet is hereby divided into the following zones:
